Collard Lizard is noted for its upright running on the hind legs, but such behavior is rarely seen in captivity, as usually the enclosures of these lizards do not provide enough room for such runs. Males have brightly colored throat, green body and bright yellow head. Female Collared lizards are gray or fawn. 
1. Corella Cockatoo
The Corella Cockatoo is native to Australia. This bird is mostly white, with a pink face and forehead, and faintly pink feathers on the breast and belly. Corellas are popular as pets because of their ability to mimic sounds. Corella Cockatoo is considered the best "talker" of the Australian parrots.
2. Frilled Dragon Lizard
The Frill-necked Lizard, or Frilled Lizard is also known as the Frilled Dragon. These lizards are called so because of the large ruff of skin lying folded back against the head and neck. The frill aids in thermoregulation, frightens off predators, attracts females and can also be used as a parachute.
3. Gecko
Gecko is a small to moderately large lizard found in warm climates throughout the world. These lizards are famous for their vocalizations. They have no eyelids and lick their eyes to clean them. Geckos can climb smooth vertical surfaces and even cross ceilings with ease. Some species of Geckos live in human homes and feed on insect pests.

4. Hamster
A Hamster is a rodent widely used as a pet. There are many species of Hamsters, but the Syrian or Golden Hamster, dwarf Hamster and Campbell's Hamster are the most popular ones. Hamsters are nocturnal by nature and that’s why unsuitable for young children. Older children usually find it easy to care for a Hamster.
5. Hedgehog
A Hedgehog is a small spiny mammal that can be found throughout the world. In danger, Hedgehogs roll into a tight ball, with all of the spines point outwards. The Hedgehog is nocturnal and omnivorous. Wild Hedgehogs hibernate, but in captivity, a Hedgehog will be active all the year round.
6. Kookaburra
The Kookaburra is a terrestrial bird native to Australia and New Guinea. There are several species of these birds, which can be easily differentiated by the calls they make. Some of them sound like good-natured human laughter; others make maniacal cackling. The Kookaburra is purely carnivorous, feeding on snakes, lizards and insects.
7. Lizard
Lizards are reptiles with external ear openings and movable eyelids. The tail of lizards breaks off as a defense mechanism. Some Lizards (also called glass snakes) have no legs, but they are not true snakes. Most Lizards feed on rodents and insects; only a few species are herbivorous. Two Lizard species are venomous.
8. Monitor
Monitor lizards belong to the family Varanidae. The largest living lizard, the Komodo Dragon, belongs to this family. The name “Monitor” is derived from the lizards’ habit to stand on the hind legs monitoring the surroundings. Monitor lizards are very difficult to keep as pets.

9. Mynah Bird
The Mynah Bird is a small passerine bird that inhabits eastern Asia. These birds are gregarious (living in flocks.) Mynah Birds feed on insects and fruit. Most species of Mynah Birds are brown, with yellow heads. Some species of Mynah Birds can mimic a few sounds.
10. newt

The Newts are small bright-colored salamanders founding North America, Asia and Europe. Newts have a unique ability to regenerate limbs, eyes, spinal cords, hearts, and jaws. A Newt begins its life as a tadpole hatching from the egg laid in water. Adult Newts live mostly on land.

11. owl

The Owl is a nocturnal bird of prey. Owls’ eyes are large and forward-facing, enabling these birds to have binocular vision. Owls can be found throughout the world. Due to their nocturnal life and intimidating appearance, Owls were associated with misfortune and even death. On the other hand, the owl is a symbol of wisdom.
12. partridge

The Partridge is a non-migratory bird in the pheasant family. These birds nest on the ground and feed on seeds. Partridge meat is delicious; so many species of these birds are hunted for game and for sport.

13. quail

The Quail is a small terrestrial bird in the pheasant family. Some species of Quails can fly for long distances, but most species are only capable of short bursts of flight. Quails are hunted for game and farmed in large numbers for eggs.

14. rattle snake

Rattle Snakes are venomous New World snakes. They are named for a rattle at the tip of their tail, which is used for warning. These snakes are carnivorous, feeding on rodents and other small animals. The Rattle Snake is a common prey for hawks, eagles and other birds of prey.

15. roseate spoonbill

The Roseate Spoonbill is a large wading migratory bird. It breeds in South America, the Caribbean and the Gulf coast of the USA. These birds are long-legged, long-necked and have a long, spatula-shaped bill. Their plumage is deep pink. The Roseate Spoonbill feeds on fish and frogs.
16. salamander

Salamander is the name applied to about 500 amphibians with long tails and short legs. Salamanders have moist skin and live in water, near water or on moist ground. Salamanders resemble lizards, but they lack scales and are able to generate not only tail, but several lost limbs.
17. sand lizard

The Sand Lizard can be found throughout Europe and Asia. These lizards can reach up to 25 cm in length, but most Sand Lizards are no larger than 15-20 cm. Male Sand Lizards are darker in color and turn green during the mating season. Sand Lizard is regarded as threatened throughout most of Europe.
18. terrapin

The Terrapin (or the Diamondback Terrapin) is a species of turtle inhabiting coastal swamps of the eastern and southern United States. This turtle is named for the diamond pattern on its shell. All Diamondback Terrapins have a unique pattern of wiggly, black markings or spots on their body and head. In the 19th century, these turtles were excessively hunted for food. 
19. toad

The Toad is adapted to dry environments, contrary to the frog. Toads have brown skin for camouflage that is also dry and leathery for better water retention. The Common Toad is the most widely spread species of the family. The Colorado River Toad is also called a “psychoactive toad” for a toxic matter in its skin secretions.

20. tortoise
A Tortoise is a land-dwelling slow-moving reptile shielded from predators by a shell. Tortoises vary in size from a few centimeters to two meters. All Tortoises are reclusive and shy herbivores, which makes them easy to look after in captivity. A lifespan of a Tortoise is comparable with that of a man. 
21. turtle

A Turtle is a water-dwelling reptile shielded from predators by a shell. Marine Turtles are larger than freshwater species, with the largest Leatherback Sea Turtle, reaching a shell length of 200 cm. Many Turtle species are extinct and endangered because of excessive hunting for food and for shells.
