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The barrows of the Lower Bug littoral zone of the end of VI – the middle of V century BC: the Greeks or the Scythians?

In the article there examined under-barrow burials of VI – the middle of V century BC that have been researched not far from Olviya. There adduces the history of the sites research and investigates the principal moments of the discussion concerning the Greek or the Scythian ethnic belonging of the burial. The characteristic features of the burial tradition of this people (right-angled borrowing pits, east-west orientation of the tombs and the buried, wood covering and wall revetment, inventory) draw analogies with synchronous Scythian burials. On the assumption of this, Scythian ethnic belonging of the buried in the Lower Bug littoral necropolis of the late archaic and early classic periods seems to be more well-grounded. 
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
