Asian Medical Assosiation is a
nongovernmental organization granted UN
consultant status, which provides medical
assistance in Asia, Middle East, Africa and
other regions. The organization was founded
in 1984 by Japanese doctor, who set out to
help people injured during long-lasting civil
war in Cambodia, and realized the necessity
to establish organization, which could
provide medical assistance to international
community.

Nowdays Assotiation has representative
missions in 27 countries.

Assosiation has 1600 Japanese members,
including medical personnel. Immediately it
reacts on nature disasters and facts of
military hostilities, joining efforts of the
team of doctors, nurses and other medical
personnel along with employees, who are
able to coordinate activities and carry on
negotiations in regions suffering from
calamity. It takes 3 days for the team to
assemble.

Japanese doctors collaborate with
international team of doctors from different
countries, who hasten to provide assistance
from local missions of Assosiation. Doctors
work for one-two weeks and afterwards they
are replaced by another team
