Corrosion control meets international standards.

A pilot project to remove hydrogen sulphide corrosion has been launched at Chutyrskoye field, one of the oldest in Udmurtiya. The project involves a successive chemical treatment of wells, oil gathering and treatment systems and systems of reservoir pressure maintenance. One of the contractors of “Udmurtneft-Sever” oil and gas production company, exploiting the field, is the Champion Technologies Inc., the world’s largest corrosion control service company. 

It also involves experts from Bashkortostan-based works “Neftechim”, one of the Russia’s leading producers of chemical reagents and Moscow-based firm “Laisan”, which gave a unique mobile unit to treat wells with sucker rod pumps. 

David Campbell, head of “Udmurtiya” BU, noted that right after Chutyrskoye field, similar treatment will be carried out at Mishkinskoye field. “Both projects comply with internationally accepted practices of pipelines and refining units chemical protection”, he stressed. 

TNK-BP’s near-term plans are to increase volume of investment in the improving of technical state of pipelines and refinery units, as well as investment in new technologies of corrosion control.
