Ordering a credit card online is not difficult. But before doing so, you should consider different types of credit cards and the benefits that they offer. Most banks can issue:

· standard credits cards (that is, balance transfer credit cards and low interest credit cards)

· credit cards with reward systems (for instance, cash back credit cards, rewards credit cards or airline miles credit cards)

· credit cards for bad credit (secured credit cards or prepaid debit cards)
You can apply for a standard credit card if you have had good credit history in the past. Balance transfers and low interest credit cards usually allow you to transfer your debt onto one card, which helps to decrease interest charges. Very often, such cards offer either a low fixed rate APR or a low introductory APR (sometimes it reaches 0%). Annual percentage rate, or APR, stands for the amount of the interest rate that you will have to pay on your loan; therefore, introductory APR of 0% means that there will be no interest charges. If you think that standard credit cards are the right choice for you, you should consider ordering such cards as Discover More, Chase Freedom, Chase Platinum, or Blue from American Express. 
Credit cards with reward systems are especially beneficial for those who travel a lot because the majority of rewards are granted for airline miles, hotel, gas, auto, and other travel expenditures. Rewards usually come either in the form of points, which can be redeemed for goods, or in the form of money, which means that you will either get some cash back or will be offered rebate incentives upon your purchases. Cash back credit cards and other reward credit cards usually require good to excellent credit standing. If you fall into this category, you can try to apply for Blue Cash from American Express, the Chase PerfectCard, Citi Diamond Preferred, or Discover Open Road. 
Some people can wonder if they are eligible to apply for a credit card if they have had troubles with credit history in the past. Yes, they are. Secured or prepaid credit cards are the best option for you if you have a bad credit history or if you have never had a credit card before. Unlike unsecured credit cards, secured ones require a cash deposit, which usually varies from $300 to $500. Hence, your credit will be limited to the amount of money you’ve put on you card. In addition, secured credit cards usually feature an annual fee of $20-70, which also distinguishes them from unsecured credit cards. Unfortunately, not all banks issue secured cards. To order one, you can contact Bank of America, Orchard Bank, U.S. Bank, First PREMIER Bank, etc. 
After you have made your choice, you are ready to apply for a credit card online.  There two ways of doing it. You can either apply online for a pre-approved offer that you have received in your mail, or pick a card online and fill out a credit card application that features instant approval. This means, that your application will be approved online and the credit card will be sent to you within a couple of days. Of course, choosing the card yourself through careful analysis and comparison is better than leaving this choice to someone else. Be careful when choosing web-sites you are applying from. You will be asked to enter your name, date of birth, social security number, address, place of employment and other confidential information. Therefore, web-sites have to be 100% secure and private, so that you can be sure that your personal information will be kept confidentially. Your best choice would be bank’s official sites, which provide transparent information on their encryption methods.
