The Palazzo Pitti is one of vast palaces in Flor-
ence, Italy. It was established in 1487 as it was pro-
posed, by the palazzo’s architect, scientist and sculptor
Brunelleschi, who was one of the most exuberant Flor-
ence sculptors and architects of the era of Mannerism
but Bartolommeo Ammanati turned his attentions to
enlarging it. The only stucco mouldings of the Pala-
zzo Pitti, placed under the ground floor windows, are
crowned heads of lions.

The most popular moulding of the architecture in
the early 18th century was the mask of a head of a lion,
which became popular on the territory of the eastern
Europe as a symbol of strength and courage. Also the
image of a lion treated as the symbol of everlasting
vigilance and warding. That’s why the masks of a head
of a lion were placed on the dressings of the doorways.
The lion is a mascot of power and wellbeing, attracting
success and prosperity to this place.

Mascaron (Fr. mascaron, Ital. mascherone) is the rep-
resentation of a face, a human or partly human head, more or
less caricatured, used as an architectural ornament, which were
mostly placed on the dressings of the doorways, windows and
arch apexes. The base of the word is (late Latin mascus, maska,
which means spirit, ghost) reminds us that the basic function
of mascarons is religious, sacred. They were used as apotropaic
magic, which was a ritual observance that was intended to turn
away evil.

The theme of mascarons, definitely achieved in classicism
of the 18th century, became the main theme in European ar-
chitectural style to the very end of the 19th century, right to
the era of Modern architecture, assimilated women faces, which
were just non-figurative female image, enigma, some strange
creatures in fanciful head-dresses
(for example the wings of bats), the
heads of Egyptian idols, lion faces
and others.

Modern architecture is an architecture style,
spread in Europe in 1890-1910. It was based on
the ideas of artistic individualism and treating art
as the medium of social rebuilding of a society.
As the series of other styles, modern architecture
is distinguished also by the principles of creating
both functionalist planning and aesthetically at-
tractive idea.

Modern architecture is used in designing of
the town houses, luxury block of flats and coun-
try mansions. Here, in the range of the private life
of a quite prosperous customer, the imagination of
an architect owns some material basis and artis-
tic freedom. The variety of windows, doorways and
stairs has neither limits nor barriers.

Ornament and mouldings of housefronts, espe-
cially the design of interiors reaches the limits of
sophistication.

Another characteristic feature is getting rid of
obligatory symmetric forms. The designers of mod-
ern architecture appeal to the awkward shapes and
combinations, unusual asymmetrical solutions for
grouping the shapes and arrangement of doorways
and windows.

Modern architecture is also characterized by
the rejecting from the direct angles and lines on
behalf of more natural, inartificial lines. Doorways
and windows, their fitting with the evolutions of
an arabesque patterns is inserted into the spirited
sculpture of buildings of the new style generation.

The Art gallery of Kuindjy A. of
the original architecture, established as
European modern architecture, the aged
one, has been repaired and restored recently.
It has been a private residence, owned by
Gezianov V.I., the founder of Mariupol
secondary school teaching no classics. In
accordance with the regional ethnographers®
information, Vasiliy Ivanovich got it as a
wedding present from his father-in-law,
Aleksandr Ignatievich  Gosadinov, the
chairman of the Assembly of the Land.

The Art gallery was named in the honor
of outstanding Mariupol artist, the maestro
of landscape painting, the teacher, Arkhip
Ivanovich Kuindji, who became known all
over Europe because of his gifted manner
of painting. His paintings “Season of bad
roads in autumn”, “Snow”, “A night in
Ukraine” and others proved the gateway to
fame and glory to him. 2006 and 2007 were
announced as the years of Arkhip Kuindji all
over the world in accordance with UNESCO
decision.

This is a large building made from red bricks in an aged
cobbly street.

The building, where the head of hospital of the
Land doctor Gamper S.F. lived and consulted the
patients, in Zemskoy St., 45. Its informal name is the
house on Gamperskiy slope. This house was erected
by Italians in 1897-1898, and during the time of the
Soviet Union was split into 13 flats.

The wooden stairs of the 19th century and aged
slats in the windows have been left. In 1990, the
specialists of Kharkov Institute “Ukrproektrestavra-
ziya” recommended to insert this building to the list
of architectural monuments of the local significance.

Gryphon is a legendary creature with the body of
a lion and the head and snow white or golden wings of
an eagle with sharp claws. The image of a Gryphon used
in heraldic, art, sculpture and architecture, thought to
be an especially powerful and majestic symbol.

Gryphon considered to be a watchful guardian of
treasures. As the architectural piece, this creature was
used for ornamenting the crests of the ruling dynasties
(the crests of the Romanovs), of Banks‘treasury (the
Bank bridge in front of the Assignation bank in Saint
Petersburg) and the similar institutes.

The private residence belonged to a rich merchant
and ship-owner in the last century Regir P. is also
fitted with Gryphon creatures.
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e e house in [talianskaya St., 12, which is in decay,

belonged to a merchant, Regir Peter. It was built in the
early of the 20th century and the special controlling
staff of the trust Nel 18 “Donbassteelconstructions” has
been placed there recently. In the 1990th the specialists
of Kharkov Institute “Ukrproektrestavraziya” advised
to include it into the list of architectural monuments
of the local significance.
