It can't be said that Mariupol is an ancient town, but it is
old enough to have more than 230-year history rich in events. It
is difficult to remember any great fact in the history of Russian
Empire and Soviet Union without mentioning our city.

Mariupol arouse as a result of military and political rivalry
between tsarist Russia and ottoman Turkey to have a way to the
Black Sea and to possess Crimea. The Kyutchuk-Kaynardzhy
Treaty put an end to the rivalry.

The Kalmius palanka and its administrative center was
a fortification at the Kalmius River bank near the place
where the river fell into the Azov Sea. The liquidation of
Zaporozhyan Setch by Katherine II in 1775, the migration
of Orthodox Greeks from Crimea to the northern part of
Priazovye, the Crimean War of 1853-1856, the rapid industrial
development of the Southern territories of Russian Empire
at the end of the 19 th century, the Revolution of 1905-1907,
the October Revolution of 1917, the fratricidal Civil War
and military intervention of 1918-1920, the industrialization
and collectivization, the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945,
the occupation of some Soviet territories by fascist, the
reconstruction of war-ruined national economy, the increase
of industrial potential in 50 s-80 s of the 20 th century, the
economical collapse connected with the break up of the Soviet
Union, the formation of new independent Ukraine — all these
events concern the history of Mariupol.

Our city is a birthplace of A. I. Kuindzhy, a famous
landscape painter, D. I. Aynalov, a scientist, historian and
theoretician of art, G. I. Chelpanov, a well-known psychologist,
logician and philosopher, M. I. Averbakh, a scientist and
physician, M. S. Grichko, a famous singer, L. D. Lukov, a well-
known cinema producer, the Admiral N. A. Lunin the glorified
heroical submarine seaman. One can find the names of above-
mentioned persons at the pages of encyclopedias.

When in summer 1780 the Crimean Greeks after almost
two years of wandering under the leadership of Ignatiy, the
Bishop, reached the place where they had to settle themselves
in, they saw a very joules view: some houses and clay-coated
huts abandoned by their tenants, the building of administrative
center of abolished Kalmius palanka, a small rough-stone
church with a reeded roof an the foundation of another one
laid according to the instructions of V. A. Chertkov, the
ruler of Azov province. And there was a feather-grass steppe
everywhere, moreover no plough touched it ever. The only

good news was the nearness of the sea, a convenient bay in the
Kalmius mouth and numerous springs of cold water that made
their way through the strong lime deposits.

The first settlers had to get ready for the winter very quickly.
They built houses out of lime mined there and dug mud-huts. But
many people had to spend winter in the carts that overcame the
way from Crimea to the northern part of Priazovye. The settling
in a new place was connected with extraordinary difficulties and
hardship. But however it may be, in the historical sources we can
find the information that in 1781, e year after settlement, there
were 1,506 masculine inhabitants included 144 merchants, 1,149
workers 213 representatives of petty bourgeoisie in Mariupol.
There were 53 stone buildings, many mud-huts, a harbor, a
factory and four fairs a year in the town...

Up to 1859 the major part of Mariupol inhabitants was
Greek, they were busy in trade and handicraft. The inhabitants
of Karasu-Bazar and Maryinsk suburbs were ploughmen. After
1859 the foreigners and the Russian tsar subjects began to settle
there. They were Ukrainians, Russians, Jews, Gypsies and the
representatives of some other nationalities.

The town was growing and becoming stronger. After the
building of the railway in 1882 and the rise of a new commercial
port near Zintseva Balka our town turned into a large commercial
and transport centre for that time. After starting the metallurgical
woks of Nickopol-Mariupol Company (1897) and «Russian
Providance» works (1899) the signifi cance of Mariupol in
national economy became more important.

Up to 1910 Mariupol took the third place in Yekaterinoslav
province by its population (51,326 inhabitants) after
Yekaterinoslav (195,820 inhabitants) and Lugansk (52,702
inhabitants). It should be noted that in pre-rev olutionary years
only 3 villages of present Donetsk region had the status of town.
They were Bakhmut (the present Artyomovsk), Slavyansk and
Mariupol.

Up to 1917 there were two sea-ports, a river port, two
metallurgical and some mechanical works, steam mills, a factory
making macaroni, a brewery and some minor factories. There
were the consulates of some European countries in Mariupol.

The town had three hospitals, its own power station for
street and houses lighting, a water pipe and a telephone station.
There was a theatre founded in 1878, some cinemas, a permanent
circus, a public library, the everyday newspaper and some
printing-houses.

There were four Gymnasiums (two of them were state, the
other two were private), a Technical School, a Real School and
a Teacher Seminary. The Children (the majority of them were
the priests' children) were taught at the Seminary and Epaschial
School. The children in Mariupol might get the primary
education at some national and municipal schools.

During the Civil War the rule in Mariupol changed hands.
Mariupol was occupied by Denikin troops, then by the Red
Army, by rebels of Batka Makhno, then by Vrangel troops. There
facts of course were not favo-rauble for the industrial, cultural
and educational development of the town. Moreover, everything
was in depression. According to some returns after the Civil War
there were only about 30,000 inhabitants in Mariupol.

There was an astonishing fact-the country was still at
war but in 1920 the Museum, first in Donbass was opened in
Mariupol. In some time it became the Museum of Local History.
The Civil War was finished, the Soviet power was finally set at

the territory of former Russian Empire. Little by little the commercial port and metallurgical works were
reconstructed. In 1930 the building of «Azovstal» works and Coring works and the settlements for their
workers began at the left bank of Kalmius. In August 1933, the first blast furnace of «Azovstal» (it was
called «Komsomolskaya») produced the first pig iron. It was the beginning of the history of the glorified
works. By the beginning of the Great Patriotic War there were four blast furnaces and six unique tiltingtype
openhearth furnaces at «Azovstal». Near the works the moors of its own port were built.

The smelting of new Armour plate and ship buildings brands of steel was mastered at the Ilyich
Metallurgical Works, the unique technology of making cast turrets for a famous «T-34» tank was worked out.
The original manystoreyed buildings appeared in the streets of the town. The projects of further development
of «Azovstal» and modernization of the Ilyich Works shops were ready. But on June 22, 1941 all the
peaceful plans were destroyed. The enterprises and institutions of the town quickly reorganized their wok
according to military way. But rapidly the enemies pushed forward to the East. On October 8, 1941 the town
was occupied by Hitlerites. Immediately the hunt for Communists and Komsomol members began. It they
were caught, they were doomed to tortures and death. On October 20, almost twenty thous and Mariupol
Jews included children, old men and women, were shot in the antitank ditch near Agrobaza village. There
were two years of fascist yoke. The dozens thousands of war prisoners were tortured, the thousands of young
people were taken away to Germany to do the forced work.

Some days before the liberation of Mariupol by the Red Army Southern troops the fascists began to
banish the citizens from the town, to blow up the shops of the works, to set on fire the blocks of the town.
When the liberators broke the resistance of the occupants and burst into the city they saw a dreadful sight:
the chaotic piles of deformed metallic constructions instead of works, the halfsunk ships at the port, the
cranes overthrown to the ground, the burn frameworks of civil building.

The very first days after banishing the enemies the reconstruction began. The people had to make
incredible efforts. By the beginning of 50s the industrial works had been reconstructed and their capacity
exceeded the prewar level of productivity. The new buildings were erected in place of destroyed ones. This
development lasted up to the middle of 80s. At that time the second line of Ilyich Metallurgical Works was
built including the unique rolling mill «3000».

The blast furnaces, the rolling mill «3600», the basic oxygen furnace shop, the electric meltiny shop
were started at «Azovstal». In 1958 the Machine-building Works (the present «Azovmash» Open Joint Stock
Company) was founded on the basis of Ilyich Works machine-building shops. In no time the Works reached
the level of the large European industrial enterprises and became one of the most important producers of
railway tank, many kinds of metallurgical, mining, carrying and oil chemical equipment, the war industry
and space research equipment.

The latter period of the development of our city in the independent Ukraine will no doubt come into its
history being one on the most important. As it is known in 1991 our country became independent.

Mariupol passed the boundary of two millenniums and we believe it will soon become a real European
city with high life standards.

Mariupol is a large industrial center and seaport. Its population is 1% of
Ukraine's population but in industrial aspect it gives 7 times more. It takes the
first place in the region by the level of its industrial output; its share in the all —
regional output is 26%-34% and in the All — Ukrainian output it is 7%.

There is a multi — branched industrial base in Mariupol, the heavy
industry and machine — building being the leading industries. Two, largest in
Ukraine, metallurgical enterprises successfully run in Mariupol — the «llyich
Metallurgical Works» Public Joint Stock Company and the «Azovstaly» Works
Public Joint Stock Company. The «Azovmash» Public Joint Stock Company
is reviving and increasing its level of production from year to year. Ship —
repairing Works are running stable.

The enterprises are supported by the city administration. Recently the social
sphere objects of some enterprises have been adopted to municipal property.
This fact enables the enterprises to spare considerable means for solving output
programs and to increase the level of output. The city administration and the
enterprises administration in common are seeking for and finding the ways
out of the crisis. Today the situation at «Oktyabr» and «Electrobytpribor»
enterprises, has been stabilized. The way to the market economy is not easy for
some light and food industry enterprises: «Feya» dress — making factory, the
Confectionary, the «Mariupolsetesnasti» factory and others.

To solve common problems of producers, the City Council has worked out
and is realizing the Program of local producers support. The system of privileges
on realization goods with a trademark «Made in Mariupol» is running within
the Program. Recently Mariupol has become the well — known exhibition center
of southern Donbass. The traditional «Autumn — Mariupol» and «Spring —
Mariupol» Exhibitions are organized by the City Council and Donetsk section
of Chamber of Commerce and Industry and take place under the slogan «Buy
Ukrainian goods and strengthen our country». The Exhibitions attract more and
more participants. The city yearly «Mariupol Tower» Competition has become
an important business and cultural event where the best city enterprises and
firms producing consumer goods and doing the services for citizens have been
defined.

The non — state sector of economics is represented by considerable figures:
in Mariupol about 3 thousand minor and 20 thousand private enterprises
produce 5% of common output. To protect the enterprises of minor business, the
Coordinative and Regulating Board for employers has been created in Mariupol.
The representatives of the city administration, employers and social institutions
enter the Board. The Board has adopted the Program of the development of
minor business in Mariupol. There are 15 branches, 20 commercial banks of
Ukraine providing the wide range of bank services for private and corporative
clients of all forms of property. Some banks enter the S.W.LLE.T. international
system.

The Mariupol managed to put together the efforts of the enterprises to solve
their own and the city problems, so as Mariupol will be able not only to sur-vive
but to develop rapidly. Thanks to the presence in Mariupol such industrial giants
as the Ilyich and «Azovstal» Metallurgical works, «Azovmashy, a trade seaport
and Ship — repairing Works some important tasks can be set.

The city and its enterprises greatly influence each other, that is why they
co — exist in «symbiosisy: it is profitable for them to support each other. As en
example, when «Azovmash» was reviving, the city administration paid off the
expenses for objects of social sphere. It enables the «Azovmash» workers to pay
all the debts and to invest the. development of production. When «Azovmashy
had begun to work stable, it rendered assistance to the development of the city.
The same is with the other enterprises — and the profit is mutual.

The Ilyich Metallurgical Works was founded in February 1897. Today it is one of
three largest enterprises in Ukraine.

The main aspects of its work are: the producing of ferrous metals and pipes, the
agriculture, trade and public catering. The main kinds of production are sheet strips
(work pieces for oil chemical and gas-main pipes), hot-rolled and cold-rolled steel,
steel work pieces. The enterprise is a leader in thick rolled sheets, steel sheets, coated
and tinned steel, metalloplastics, tin, steel pipes and steel seamless bands production.
World prizes mark the competition ability and quality of production. The system of
the production quality guarantee is certified in accordance with World standard ISO
9001 by the TUV Nord center and the Ukrainian DonCERT center in the UkrSEPRO
system. The Works exports its production to more than 50 countries of the world.

The Verhovnaya Rada by participation of Ilyich Works' experts adopted the Laws
«About economical experiment in mining and metallurgical industry» and «About
scrap metaly, that guarantees a stable work and development of the Works.

In 2000 the most modern Lime calcinations shop was started, in 2001 the new
Energetical section of the Basic oxygen furnace shop came into operation, and the
contract of many millions for Oxygen block building was signed.

The Ilyich Works is giving the means for ecological problems solving. In spite of
the rate of production increasing, the throw out of the wastes is not being increased.
The Ilyich experts will equip all the agglomerating machines with «Spakey filters.

The Ilyich metallurgists and the state have much in common in terms of their
interests. The Works is punctually paying taxes and creating a lot of additional
vacancies. If the rest of the works followed this way, there would be the other
situation in Jkraine.

The Ilyich workers take an active part in realization of Ukrainian President
Decree about agricultural sector of national economy further reformation. The Works
has some agricultural sections (agricultural and fishery producers, some grain-
receiving stations). The lands of Agricultural complex are situated at six economical
districts of Donetsk region such as Novoazovskiy, Pershotravneviy, Volodarskiy,
Volnovakhskiy, Telmanovskiy and the city of Mariupol. The lands occupy the
territory of more than 100,000 hectares. Pigs, sheep, poultry are bred at the sections
of the Agricultural complex. Dozens of suburban agricultural collective farms
entered the Ilyich Works Agricultural complex. This purposeful program enabled the
integration of the producing, processing and realization of agricultural production.
Today at any shop, canteen and commercial enterprise of Ilyich district and Mariupol
one can buy meat, sausage, milk, cheese, sour cream, bread and other provision of
Ilyich trademark. It means a high quality and low prices.

There are not many enterprises in Ukraine revived in the conditions of
economical reform. The owner of Ilyich Works is its working people. The salary
of the Ilyich workers is one of the largest in Ukraine. The workers are doing their
best so as any worker of numerous Ilyich staff will be able to realize himself as an
owner and to be rich. Today the main purpose is to create a middle-class able to see
the results of its work, to realize how the profit is used, and whether fair or not it is
distributed. It is a hard and tedious task so as any worker could realize it. It is the
Ilyich workers policy and it has been proved to be right.

The history of PJSC «Azovmash» dates back to the origination of machine building
engi—neering at the metallurgical plants «Nicopol» and «Russian Providence» built at
the end of XIX century with an attraction of foreign capital.

Later since 1945 it had been organized the serial production of the railway tank-cars
at that large machine building complex, and in 1958 the large — scale machine building
shops had been derived from the metallurgical plant named by Ilyich and were united as
a separate plant became known under the name of «Zhdanov Heavy Engineering Works».

In seventies the plant began to supply the excavators, stage loaders, cable movers,
conveyor-spreader complexes, rotary complexes for open cast mining of mineral
resources.

In 1969 the plant began to produce crane equipment. The first portal crane of 32 and
40 t lifting capacity was manufactured.

Gantry and semi-gantry cranes with 100 to 630 tons load lifting capacity are
designed and manufactured. Many cranes have the unique properties and specifications
and provided with mechanical and automatic equipment.

The metallurgical equipment formed the traditional type of products manufactured
by the enterprise. As far as «Azovmash» was the only enterprise of the former USSR
that designed and manufactured converters, it had designed and supplied more than 100
converters with volume of 5-400 tons and sets of equipment for 15 oxygen steel-making
converter works of Ukraine, Russia and overseas countries.

The enterprise has gained a wide long-term experience in manufacturing of the
armoured units from high-strength steel of different grades with wide range of thickness
using the unique and special equipment that helps to meet the strict requirements made
to armoured vehicles.

In 2000 PJSC «Azovmash» was organized as a managing (governing) structure,
that united on corporate basis the separated works and structures of former plant
that previously was an integral machine building complex, such as open joint stock
companies «Mariupol Heavy Engineering Works», «Azovobshchemashy, «Mariupol
Thermal plant», «AzovElectroStal», «Leading Specialized Designing and Technological
Institute» (GSKTI).

«Azovmashy» pursues a course of the high-competitive products man—ufacturing.
«Azovmash» has mastered the production of the railway tank-cars with useful volume
of the tank equal to 95 and 110 m3 for transportation of light petroleum products
and pentane, covered cars having no analogues with capacity of 200 and 250 m3 for
transporta tion of packed freights, gondola cars for loose materials. For the first time in
the history of CIS «Azovmash» has began to supply the railway tank-cars manufactured
in compliance with UIC requirements to the European market.

«Azovmash» has put into the production the large capacity tank-containers for liquid
and solidifying products, for gas liquefied under pressure. The latest tanks are containers
produced in accordance with requirements of International Standard ISO 1496.

The long-term prospective developments of products of mining equipment are
conducted which will replace the old equipment of cycle operation and give the
opportunity to introduce continuous highly productive method of mining and loading
operations.

The enterprise has its own powerful steel-smelting and casting pro—duction with
application of electric arc furnaces of new generation. The expansion of the casting
production with introduction of the most efficient equipment made in Germany is
conducted.

The production of large -sized forgings with capacity of 15000 tons per year is
regulated.

The enterprise has the complex system of quality management that is in accordance
with requirements of standard ISO 9001, which is proved by the technical inspection of
«TUV NORD» with the certifi=cate N 07100860/0 from 02.08.2000.

All products of OJSC «Azovmash» .are certified by the national sys—tem
UkrSEPRO, certification systems of Russian Federation and the Marine Register of
RE. Over 40 certificates prove that the products quality conforms to the specified
requirements.

Mariupol industrial

The state enterprise «Mariupol Sea Commercial Port»

Foundation of the Port of Mariupol was a logical continuation of rapid industrial
development in the South of Russia in the second part of the 19 th century.

On September 2, 1889 18 railway cars loaded with coal were supplied to the
harbour quay. This date is regarded as the beginning of port operation. The Port was
of great importance for the country. During 1867-1904 the Port of Mariupol was the
third leading port in Russia by volume of allocations though it was not of military
importance.

Now the Port of Mariupol is one of the largest ports of Ukraine. It is called by
right «the Sea Gate of Donbass». The port is connected with all regions of Russia
bordering the Volga river and has a way out to the Caspian Sea, the Black Sea and
the White Sea through Volgo-Donskoy Canal, Maryinskaya System and Belomorsko-
Baltiyskiy Canal.

The Port is equipped with modern equipment, handling machines and
mechanisms that provide handling of cargo as follows: loose bulk, dry-bulk, general,
heavy, oversized, liquid, containerized and others.

The Port has a special area for loading and discharging of lighters on closed
water area of the port. The port also handles fuel oil under «board-to-board» variant
providing 'ecological safety of this work.

Refrigerated cargoes, grain, raw sugar, dangerous cargoes of corresponding
classes, fertilizers in bulk are loaded and discharged under direct variant. '

A specialized coal loading complex is equipped with railway car dumpers,
conveyer lines, unloading and loading machines, defrosters of cars with frozen cargo.
New highly productive container terminal ensures high-speed handling of container
carriers and delivery of 20 and 40 ft containers : under «door-to-door» variant.

The Port has always been one of the leading ports of the former USSR by
volumes of cargo handling, equipment and notable for the highest technological
readiness to different cargoes transfer. However, foundation of CIS and breaking
up of industrial associations of AH-Union scale led to falling-off of industrial
production. As a result during early six years of independence of Ukraine volumes of
cargo handling in the Port of Mariupol decreased twice.

After some stagnation a period of intensive development, construction and
technical modernization began. Due to impossibility to expand on land the Port had
to do it at the expense of newly made territories won from the sea. Modern berths are
built. Completely artificial territory of the 3rd freight terminal is equal to the whole
area of the Port within old limits. All work has been performed at the expense of
internal funds.

In spring 2003 berth N 18 was put into operation. Its length is 230 m, it can offer
service of vessels with draught up to 8 m. Unlike the narrow pier, berth N 18 has
more spacious warehouses with capacity about 100,000 tn of cargo. That is why the
berth is equipped with modern powerful crane «Mark-45» produced by the company
«Konecranes Ukrainey. Its capacity is 32 tn when boom is 45 m and 40 tn when
boom is 34 m.

One can say with confidence process of the Port of Mariupol development has
assumed a stable and irreversible character. Management strategy of enterprise is
to ensure continuous modernization more dynamic than in industry and build-up of :
production capacities, and to be always ready to increase cargo traffic. e g T ?."'-1

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«Ship — Repair Plant Ltd»

«Ship — repair plant Ltd» is the largest and technically equipped ship — repair
enterprise on the Azov Sea. The main types of activity are repair of ships, transport —
dispatching services, sea transport, production of lifting — and — conveying machines,
loading — and — unloading and storehouse equipment.

The plant carries out the whole complex ship — repairing and dock work, builds
oil traps, produces and restores spare parts for ship diesels, grabs for processing of
bulk cargoes. The plant has berths with total length of 1240 m, portal cranes with rated
load capacity of 40 tons, floating dock with load capacity of 40 tons, floating dock with
load capacity of 15000 tons, floating cranes with load capacity of 60 and 140 tons. The
depth at the berths is from 6,5 to 8 m.

Clearances of docked ships are up to 198 x 26 m. The berths of the plant are fitted
up and offered to partners for transfer of export — import general and bulk cargoes with
productivity up to 900 thousand tons a year.

The territory of SRP has developed system of transport communications and
presents a large transport joint - of - roads like railway — automobile — sea transport.

SRP is a shipping company. It has three ships, received from Azov Shipping
Company.

Until recently SRP in general survived at the expense of cargo transfer. This was
forced measure, as its berths are fitted up only for mooring of repaired ships. But it
was necessary to save personnel, production. The workers get their wages in time, and
the plant pays taxes in time. Ship — repairers have no debts to state, though to achieve
it is not easy. If to take all amount of plant's industrial production for 100 %, then
up to 70 % of it will fall on ship — repair. The rest 30 % fall on machine — building,
mechanical processing of metal (the orders of other enterprises are carried out), and on
cargo transfer.

Geography of countries, the ships of which are repaired at SRP is quite
enormous — Greek and Turkish motor — vessels, ships of Russian and Bolgarian fleets.
There are also ships of Ukrainian companies, for instance the ships of «Ukrrechfloty.
There is also definite progress in technological rearmament. The plant acquired
washing machines, able to direct stream of water under pressure in 2 thousand
atmospheres. Among new acquirements of ship — repairers are industrial conditioners,
able to create necessary temperature regime during painting holds and tanks in cold
and humid weather. Industrial vacuum cleaners, atomizers, welding equipment are also
replaced by modern ones.

New railway line leading to the 4-th and the 9-th berths is build, new portal crane
is acquired.

Full computerization of works management departments is completed.

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The frontier guards have been on guard
of the «sea gate of Donbass» for almost half
a century.

The sea section has
its own control stations and frontier posts, the
division of the sea guard cutters. But, in spite of
these «high loadsy», the frontiers of the Donetsk
guards take the leading positions in the Ukrainian
frontier troops.

Health and society

The city administration and the
enterprises of Mariupol are doing much for
develpoment of public health services. The
therapeutic department in the City Hospital
Nel is built, where the nephrology unit is
equipped with the apparatus an «artificial
kidney», the reanimation unit in the First
Aid Hospital, the intensive care ward in the
oncological center, the ward for patiens with
rough violations of cerebral blood circulation
in the City hospital Ne5, were opened.

Within the frameworks of the integrated
Program of the City Council, motherhood
and childhood protection, the reanimation
unit for contagious children in the City
Hospital Ne4, the ward of family kind
in the Maternity House Nel, the ward
with improved comfort in the Maternity
HouseNe2, were opened. The Obstetrics and
Pediatrics Association, the Children's Inter-
regional Sight Protection Center on the basis
of the Hospital Ne3 were opened. The big
reconstruction of a former unit for contagius
children was made. The medicogenetic
consulting unit is placed there, the children's
preschool sanatorium «Aibolit» is tranferred
to a new building.

The fulfilment of the program « Life
with Diabetum « has enabled to improve
health services of diabetic patients.
From year to year the purchase of sugar-
containing drugs is increased. As a result
of the realization of the city Program on
tuberculosis  prevention overcome, the
tuberculosis sick rate lowered by 22%.

The departments of the social assistance
for the lonely in-home, the individual
benefits for poor and household services
work in Mariupol.

For the veterans and participants of
Great Patriotic War the wide-range «Veteran»
Program is realizing. The hospital unit has
been opened at a Municipal Hospital No2.
Here veterans can get a course of treatment
and to have a rest. The hospital has the
sanatorium and resort regime.

For solving the problem of the children,
left by their parents, and homelessness in
Mariupol, the nonstandard resolution was
accepted. Besides the Patronizing center,
(the first in Ukraine of the similar type)
and «Solnyshko» orphanage, where the
children, left by their parents, are brought
up, by the good will of the people, in the
city the rehabilitational centers for children
- orphans and children, left without custody
of the parents, were opened. All children's
rehabilitational centers are freed from
municipal payments by the resolution of the
City Council session of municipal council .

Also, the professional sports reached the
sufficient level.

The Mariupol football has been represented in
Higher League of Championships of Ukraine since
1998. The highest achievement of «lliychevetsy
is the fourth place in the 10-th juibelee Ukrainian
Championship. The young football players,
the future «llyichevets» players, there take the
«Kozhaniy Myach» competitions on a Prize of
the Head of the City. The Program of children's
football development is running in the city.

The basketball team «Azovmash» is the
repeated - times winner of the Ukrainian Cup and
the Champion of the Ukraine's Basketball Super
League of season 2002-2003.

For the first time in history of Ukrainian
basketball, in 2003 the team «Azovmash» won
the «Challenge Cup» FIBA-Europe, which gave
the team an opportunity to participate in European
tournaments. The leading basketball players of
«Azovmash» were invited to the National Team of
the Ukraine.

Also, for the decades the enterprise cultivates
the Greek and Roman wrestling. The glory of the
Greek and Roman style wrestlers of the Sports
Club «Azovmashy» is known not only within the
country but far beyond its borders.

For the numerous times the wrestlers of SC
«Azovmash» became the Olympic Champions and
prize-winners, the Champions of the World, Europe
and the Ukraine. The Sports Club athletes are the
base for the Greek and Roman Wrestling National
Team of the Ukraine. Among them are 8 honored

masters of sports, 120 masters of sports and 14
masters of sports of the international class.

The water polo players of the «llyichevets»
team are permanent leaders of the Ukrainian water
polo competitions, and the sportsmen of the base
staff of the national team won the Championship of
Ukraine 12 times.

The masters of the Mariupol sport are well-
known far beyond Priazovye and Ukraine.

The swimmer Alexander Sidorenko, The
Olympic Champion of the Olympic Games (1980)
in Moscow, Mikhail Kharachura, the twofold World
Champion in wrestling, won in the World Cup
Competitions four times, the wrestler of Greek-
Roman style Vyacheslav Oleynikthe, first Olympic
Champion of independent Ukraine (Atlanta of
1996), the boxer Oleg Kiryukhin the bronze prize-
winner of the Olympics in Atlanta (1996), the
wrestler of Greek-Roman style David Saldadze,
who won the second place at the Olympics 2000
in Sydney, the World Champion Rustam Adzhi.
Professional boxer, the fourfold Champion of
Europe, intercontinental Champion in competitions
of IBF and WBA Alexander Gurov.

Vitaliy Papazov, the World Champion and
record breaker was called the strongest man in the
world of 2001. In 1995 Anna Ganenko, the best
titleholder in power lifting, won her first golden
medal in Europe Junior Championship. Later
she became the Champion and prizewinner in
World and Europe Championship. She has got 10
certificates on record breaking in Ukraine.

Resort Mariupol

The Azov Sea is comparatively small in size, warm and
shallow, rich in many bays and limans, with clean unfrequented
beaches. Now the seaside is a good and comparatively cheap
health resort as it was many years before.

When summer comes the citizens of Donbass and Ukraine
consider Mariupol to be not only the all — state «forge» (in
terms off heavy industry). Not long ago the population of half
a million Mariupol in summer months increased by 200,000
people. Having realized that the attraction the people who want
to have a rest to Priazovye is no less profitable than industry,
the Mariupol administration is not only working hard over the
revival of Mariupol as a health resort, but also makes large
investments for Mariupol will be able to meet this image.

In these terms one of the most important achievements
is the liquation of permanent risk of flowing of industrial and
household wastes into the sea because of the city sewerage
wear. Built at Swiss equipment, pumping station KNS-5A
prevents the waste flowing. And the intensification of claims
(supported by financial sanctions) to industrial enterprises
makes them take care of more thorough cleaning of wastes.

All these measures led to the fact that now the coast of
the Azov Sea in Mariupol recalls its former fame. A real boom
of sea tourism is taking place. The yachts and catamarans
make the entertaining cruises from Mariupol to Sedovo,
Bezymennoye, Novaya Yalta, Berdyansk, Genitchesk. The
Azov Sea is the warmest in Ukraine. Its beaches are protected
by Azores anticyclone that is formed I Atlantic Ocean and
influences the Mediterranean climate as well as the climate in
Priazovye.

Thanks to this in summer the weather here at the seaside
are like that at the Mediterranean, but the air is drier, that's why
the breathing is easier. In summer the water in the Azov Sea is
warm — 25-30 °C, it differs the Azov Sea from the Black Sea,
whose deep cold waters reduced the temperature. There are
no such waters in the Azov Sea as it is not deep, of about 8-14
meters. Being low in salt content, with alkaline reaction of 13%
the water enables the removal of heavy metals through the skin
of bathers.

The northern part of Priazovye is the nearest to Kiev and
Moscow region having a warm sea. You have to get over only
500 kilometers from the center of Ukraine, and a little more
than a thousand kilometers from the center of Russia to reach
the sea - side. \

The nature northern part of Priazovye is rather
typical for the Ukrainian steppe. At all the territories
the Priazovskiy Hills smoothly descend to the sea coast,
being turned then into stretched sand or cockle-shell
beaches and making spits, typical for Priazovye. Burnt
with a hot sun, the dry steppe territories are placed in the
vicinity of the sea and small rivers - Kalmius, Samara,
Volchya. Steppe territories of various kinds of grass and
feather-grass are placed near the fruit gardens, fields of
wheat, sunflower, vineyards and vegetable plantations.
We can see herons by the rivers. There are some rare
representatives of feathery: - steppe eagle, sea eagle,
bustard. The in-shore fisheries are full of gobius, sea-
roach, shemaya, khamsa, one can fish them at the sea
shore.

The territory of Northern Priazovye is full
interesting natural, historical and archeological objects.
Any historical encyclopedia can not avoid mentioning
the largest in Europe, Mariupol New Stone Age burial
ground. The results of excavation of this unique
landmark of IV -III millenniums AD, discovered in 1930
while building the «Aazovstaly Metallurgical Work,
have made revolution in scientific conception of the
prim—itive people settling in the New Stone Age.

The branch of the Ukrainian «Kamenniye Mogily»
is a whole mountain country with its rocks, grot—toes
and passes in a miniature. The steppe which has
not been touched by the man was saved in Reserve
«Chomutovskaya steppe».
